Anger Management Group:  4-week program, 2-hours, 1-day a week.  Learn to manage anger.
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Communications Class:  3-hour class twice monthly.

Parenting Group:  6-week program, 2-hours, 1-day a week.  Designed to educate and provide parents[image: image4.wmf]
with in-depth insight into children's behavior and to provide directions for alternate parenting practices.

Parenting Seminar:  3-hour class every other month.  Designed to educate parents on effective child communication, discipline and guidance.
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Youth Awareness Seminar:  4-hour class, every other month, on a Saturday.  Designed to rehabilitate


teens who have been involved in the Fort Benning legal system.  Gives teenagers choices regarding


behavior versus consequences.
The mission of Social Work Service is to provide comprehensive social services to patients, their families, and the military community.  As a minimum, Social Work Service will include a Family Advocacy Program, Discharge Planning Service and Deployment Cycle Clinic.

Social Work Service is here to provide professional counseling, consultation, and other social services to you and your family for individual and family well-being.  Our ultimate goal is to make you and your family member's hospital visit as pleasant and trouble-free as possible.

Social work counseling is available for the following situations:  parents of seriously ill children; pregnant teenaged girls, single active duty women, and women contemplating abortion; patients will illness or injury that call for adjustments in their own or in their family's lifestyle; patients with long-term illness; patients undergoing major surgery; need for information on nursing homes; adoption referral; marital problems; emotional distress; spouse and child abuse/

neglect concerns; sleep hygiene, stress management, support of families before and after deployments; provide briefings on various deployment issues to families and units; relaxation techniques; and marital counseling.
